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Beloved,  
 
Greetings in the name of the Lord!  It has been a 
great three days of training by Rev William Lau whom 
God has anointed in the area of teaching.   
 
When God begins working in our lives, the first thing 
He addresses is our sins. He seeks to remove it so 
far from us that it can no longer rob us of His 
promises for our lives.  (Ps 103:12). 
 
Are we ‘chickens’ in the Church or are we ‘eagles’?  
As we look into the Scripture to see what the eagle’s 
face means, we see an exalted heavenly character 
revealed (Prv 23:5, Isa 40:31).  The eagle also has a 
remarkable vision and can see far off just as we need 
to be men and women of spiritual vision. The Lord 
helps us all to have the heavenly character and 
ministry illustrated by the eagle (Eph 1;17-19). 
 
The last face that Ezekiel saw in the heavenly vision 
in Eze 1:10 is a man who was opposite the eagle. 
The character of man is portrayed in the Scriptures 
as being earthly in 1 Cor 15:49.  In our present early 
life, we must be involved with such things as food, 
shelter, work and rest. We need to be practical. Also 
we need to relate and minister to others. 
 
We know that God Himself became man to relate and 
minister to the sons of men.  Apostle Paul said in 1 
Cor 9:22 “I have become all things to all men that 
I might by all means save some.”   

“Who makes His angels spirits, His ministers a 
flame of fire.”

The two faces, eagle and man, are to 
balance each other in our character 
and ministry.  An eagle saint is 
visionary and spiritually minded but 
may not know how to share his 
experiences to bring any practical 
benefits to others. To the opposite 
imbalance, a natural Christian can be 
excessively absorbed in the things of 
life and not be able to minister anything 
of spiritual benefits to others. 
 
 
Jesus illustrated how these opposite 
faces of the eagle and the man could 
work together and bring a balanced 
Ministry when he met the woman at the 
well in Jn 4:6-26. He did not first 
approach the woman with the face of 
an eagle to declare He was the 
Heavenly Christ.  She would have 
thought that He was crazy. The Lord 
first related to her as a thirsty man but 
by the end of their conversation she 
was able to see Him as the exalted 
Christ of God.  A skilful use of these 
two faces of man and the eagle caused 
a great work of salvation to start 
among the Samaritans - Jn 4:39-42 
and Acts 8:5-25. 
 
 
We have just received solid teachings 
for the three days of Healing Seminar.  
We need to go and heal the sick or 
meet the needs of people so that God 
becomes a one true God in their lives.  
It is time we take up the sickle to 
harvest, as multitudes and multitudes 

are in the valley of indecision. 
 
A Christian needs to be a ‘lion’, a bold 
leader speaking God’s Word with 
Kingly authority of a lion’s roar.  
Nathan, the prophet, boldly exposed 
the sins of David and said “You are 
the man” (2 Sam 12:7). King Saul 
lacked the character of a lion in 1 Sam 
15 and so the Lord rejected him being 
a king. Would you choose to please 
God or please man? If we want to heal 
the sick, we need to use the strong 
teethes and claws of a lion to tear the 
enemies apart. A minister of the 
Gospel must be a servant like an ox 
serving people and also a lion with 
strong words and strong actions.  
When sin is seeking to rule over God’s 
people, it is our responsibility to act 
with God’s Authority.  Do you know 
how to use the authority of a lion?  
When you do, sinners will fear the Lord 
and people will submit to Authority.   
 
 
Let us take on the godly characteristics 
of these four animals and go to heal 
the sick, cast our demons, preach the 
Gospel and make disciples. (Mt 28:18-
20 and Mark 16:15-18). 
 
 
Are you healing the sick & proclaiming 
the Kingdom of God is near or are you 
sitting in the pew and fellowshipping 
with God’s people only?
